There are all kinds of various “ stick” models
available. The Ultra Stick, Ugly Stick, Stick
40, and Das Stick were a few found. Those
types of planes are shown here with the
specifications on each plane.

As shown on the right, three of these Great Planes Ugly Stick |

planes are very similar. Only the Das Ugly Wingspan: 58.5 in (1485mm)
Wing Area: 770 sq in (49.7 dm?)
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Stick is different having a smaller wing span,
wing area, and length. The other three are
similar in wing span, wing area, weight, and
length. Another difference between the planes
Is that the GP Ugly Stick hasa tricycle gear.

In comparison, the Rookie hasawing
area of 520 sg. inch, awing span of 52 inch, a
length of 39 inch and aflying weight of 3.5 lbs
to 4.51bs. So just based on size, the Das Ugly
stick is probably the best match for the Rookie.
The other planes are larger and should therefore
be dower if the same engine were used. All of
these airplanes shown are ARFs. So the
guestion is will there be any new planes
showing up at the field looking for a race?
